rections North, East, South and West, thus covering the entire room in one image.
The preset North position can be moved to any direction in the image; the camera
generates the three other directions automatically and stores them as separate
views.

Simultaneous Corrected Live Image and Full Image Recording

All commonly used PTZ cameras only
store the image that is currently viewed
in the live image (live image record-
ing). This has one serious disadvantage
as the recording can only show what
has happened in the "visible" portion of
the image; the rest is lost and cannot
be examined later on.

MOBOTIX has hence added the new
full image recording feature to the
Q22M. This will not store the currently
viewed image that reflects the pan/tilt
position and the zoom setting chosen by the user, but the full sensor image, with-
out vPTZ settings or image correction. When examining the recorded images, the
vPTZ features again come into play as they allow zooming the visible image and
use the pan/tilt features to examine every corner of the recorded full image.

The vPTZ features thus provide a method for closer examining the recorded full
image video sequences. This also allows examining the parts of an image or
video after the event that had not been on the live image on display at the time of
the recording.

Storing and Loading of Predefined Views

In order to facilitate the work of the users, the Q22M can store a total of 256 views
(virtual camera direction and zoom setting) including the North, East, South and
West standard views that can be loaded again using joystick keys or softbuttons.

Automatic Camera Movements

Besides being able to manually move the virtual camera to specific positions and
zoom settings, the camera can also "move" automatically. The camera can auto-
matically move through the North, East, South and West views or it can move
through the first 15 saved camera views (similar to a tracking shot at a movie pro-
duction).

1.2 The MOBOTIX Concept
In addition to the features specific to the MOBOTIX Q22M, this section contains an
overview of the MOBOTIX concept, which brings many more advantages over other
systems.

High-Resolution Live Video With up to 30 Frames/s

The MOBOTIX cameras deliver smooth live video with lip-synchronous live audio,
yet they keep the network load to a minimum. Some analog systems may also be
able to deliver this, but the quality of recording is so much higher with MOBOTIX
since the cameras efficiently store the high, live-image resolution and frame rate
without compromising image quality. The MOBOTIX technology thus provides for si-
multaneous continuous recording of the video from 30 cameras on one stan-
dard PC at 30 frames per second each, including audio.

Low Bandwidth Requirements

MOBOTIX' patent-pending MxPEG streaming format allows fast live video with
audio at extremely low network load (1 to 2 Mbps). Since the MOBOTIX camera it-
self detects movements in the image (and not the computer), the video sequences
are only transmitted if movements occur.

Voice over IP

Moreover, MxPEG provides for lip-synchronous live audio and two-way communi-
cation between the camera and a computer. Room surveillance is possible using a
browser (Internet Explorer), MxControlCenter or MxEasy. Customized alarm notifi-
cation on your mobile or via Internet telephony is just as easy as event-controlled
voice messages directly from the camera.

Internet Telephony (SIP) and Video SIP

Video SIP allows establishing
audio/video connections to
the camera using Windows
Messenger or similar applica-
tions (e.g. CounterPath X-Lite/
Eyebeam). This feature also
allows remote-controlling the
camera using the phone keys
and the camera itself can
place phone calls in case of
alarms.

Storage on SD Cards

MOBOTIX cameras support the direct storage on an internal SD card (max.
16 GB). By using this integrated SD card DVR, the camera has these additional ap-
plications:

• Stand-alone use of the camera without file server thanks to recording on
the SD card.

• High-security application with recording on a file server or NAS/SAN in
which the SD card serves as storage buffer. It can thus bridge longer failures
of the network or the file server without losing any video sequences (sup-
ported in a future software version).

• Event downloads from the SD card for evaluation of the recorded se-
quences on a computer.

Long-Term Storage on File Servers Included

MOBOTIX cameras feature an integrated long-term storage system on Linux,
Windows and Mac OS X computers. Every camera manages its own ring buffer
storage on the shared folder. This decentralized MOBOTIX concept is crucial in cre-
ating cost-efficient, high-resolution video systems since this approach drastically
reduces the required network bandwidth as well as the number of IT standard
components needed for managing a large number of HiRes cameras.

Event and Time-Controlled

Just like triggering event-controlled recording upon detecting movements in the
image, the camera can also record when the volume detected by the microphone
exceeds a certain trigger value. Using scheduled daily recording, time tasks can
start or stop video recording, upload images to a web site or send e-mails with vi-
deo/audio clips. Vacation times and holidays can be programmed.

Remote Alerting

In case of an alarm, MOBOTIX cameras automatically pop up windows or activate
other functions at a remote security control center. The cameras can use network/
wireless, GSM/GPRS/UMTS (3G) or Internet connections for this purpose.

Integrated Power-over-Ethernet

Power is supplied as Power-over-Ethernet via the network cabling us-
ing the MOBOTIX Power Adapter set, a Netpower Rack (8 or 20
cameras), a Netpower Box (4 cameras), or by using a PoE-compati-
ble switch (according to PoE standard IEEE 802.3af).

Since the MOBOTIX cameras use very little power (approx. 3 Watts) and its well-in-
sulated plastic housing is anti-fogging, no additional heating is necessary. This is
why MOBOTIX, unlike other manufacturer's cameras, have low power require-
ments (3 Watts) and PoE can be used every day of the year indoors as well as out-
doors for supplying power.

The new MOBOTIX MxEasy (currently in development) aims at easily operating the
important camera functions thanks to its intuitive user interface, thus creating a
new user experience when viewing and controlling MOBOTIX cameras. The clear
design allows managing up to 16 cameras and the application can show up to four
cameras at the same time.

All settings changed in MxEasy (e.g. virtual camera position, zoom, brightness, vol-
ume, microphone sensitivity, image storage, signal outputs) are usable immedi-
ately and are stored instantly in the configuration of the corresponding camera.
The calendar tool comprises
innovative features for sched-
uled settings of one or more
cameras. For the first time,
this tool not only controls
video and audio recording
based on certain time and
date information, but also al-
lows activating/deactivating
features like video motion de-
tection, image brightness and
the microphone based on a
time schedule.

More Features

• True software scaling for easily generating smaller image formats for PDAs
(such as 320x240, 160x120, etc.).

• Audio video recording with three different recording modes: Event recording
with audio, continuous recording with variable frame rate and audio as well
as event-controlled snapshot recording of JPEG images.

• Storage failure detection can monitor a file server (or a Flash device) and
can use one or more of the defined messaging options for error notification.

• Unerasable backup operating system that is used to restart the camera in
the event that a software update has failed, allowing you to restart the up-
date process.

• Enhanced startup options for the camera (obtain IP address via DHCP, an-
nouncement of IP address and other network data, reset to factory default
settings).

• Notifications upon errors or when rebooting provide a method for execut-
ing one or more notifications (e.g. blinking of the camera LEDs, audio mes-
sage, FTP, e-mail, phone call, network message).
