For bandwidth-optimized usage and professional applications, it is highly recommended to
use MxPEG.

This is
recommended for quick and easy setup of a video surveillance system.

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Motivation 5

The objective of this document is to set up a MOBOTIX NAS as a storage device for MOBOTIX loT cameras. In this
scenario, the cameras will be using the NAS as network share.

The MOBOTIX NAS QVRProServer recording software is not required for recording MOBOTIX loT cameras on the

NAS. For most efficient configuration of camera settings, use the Advanced Configuration feature of
MxManagementCenter.
