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Using AC or DC
To power up the camera, connect either the AC or the DC power adapter to the power connector of

the camera and the power outlet.

CAUTION! Never connect both AC and DC power since this will cause unforeseeable damage.

Zero Downtime Power Switching (ZDT)

If the camera is connected to two power sources, it will switch the power input seamlessly in this
order:

B AC and PoE connected: AC > PoE
® DC and PoE connected: PoE > DC

Ethernet Cable Connection

Connect one end of the Ethernet cable to the RJ-45 connector of the camera and plug the other end
of the cable into the network switch or PC.

NOTE!
® The length of the Ethernet cable should not exceed 100 m/300 ft.

B Check the status of the link indicator and the activity indicator LEDs of the switch. If the LEDs
are unlit, please check the LAN connection.

B |n some cases, an Ethernet crossover cable may be needed when connecting the camera dir-
ectly to the PC.

Ethernet Connector LEDs
B Green Link LED indicates good network connection.
® QOrange Activity LED flashes to indicate network activity.

NOTE! The ITE is to be connected only to PoE networks without routing to the outside plant or
equivalent description.

Accessing the Camera

The 4K (8MP) Vandal Fixed Dome Analytics Camera supports all current browsers without requiring
any additional plug-ins or add-ons (e.g. for H.264/H.265/MJPEG support).

Camera Login

The default IP address of the camera is: 10.x.x.x. By default, the camera starts as DHCP client and

automatically tries to get an IP address from a DHCP server.
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1. Enter the camera’s IP address in the URL bar of the web browser and hit “Enter”.

2. Enter the default username (admin) and password (meinsm).

NOTE! User names and passwords are case sensitive.

3. You will be prompted to set a new admin user password.

NOTE! When setting an invalid password or user name, the camera will show a prompt with

the password requirements.

4. After setting a new password, you will be prompted to log in again. Remember to use the new

password.

The main page of the IP camera user interface is shown as the figure below. The function buttons

vary depending on the camera model.

Formatting Storage Media
After inserting a new or replacing a used storage medium, make sure to format the medium so the

camera can use it to record video streams.
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1. Connect to the camera.
2. Open System > Storage Management > <storage media type>.

3. In the Device Setting section, click on Format to start the formatting process.

Once formatting has finished, the camera can use the storage medium for recording.

Camera Maintenance

It is recommended that you perform the following maintenance tasks at regular intervals to keep the
4K (8MP) Vandal Fixed Dome Analytics Camera in good working condition:

B Clean the transparent lens cover using plain water and a soft cloth.

CAUTION! Do not use any detergents or alcohol to prevent damaging the coating!
B Check the mounting and make sure that all screws are properly tightened to prevent the cam-
era from falling down.

® When opening the camera, add a silca gel dry pack to prevent condensation on the inside of
the transparent lens cover.
